Statistics provided by offi-
cials of the Bank On Greater
Pittsburgh program indicate
that Allegheny County cur-
rently has 5.9 percent, or
30,950 unbanked households
and 174 percent or 91,277
under-banked. According to
Mayor Bill Peduto, “More than
10 percent or 14,012 of Pitts-
burgh residents have no bank
account and another 19 per-
cent or 27,209 residents rely
heavily on risky alternative fi-
nancial tools such as payday
loans, check-cashing shops,
and rent-to-own arrange-
ments. This represents more
than 130,000 households liv-
ing without financial security.”

With hopes to assist and to
encourage unbanked and
under-banked individuals and
families to strongly consider
opening bank accounts with traditional fi-
nancial institutions opposed to continuing
to rely on check-cashing or other alterna-
tive methods of banking, Esther 1. Bush;
president and CEO of the Urban League of
Greater Pittsburgh, Rich Fitzgerald; Al-
legheny County Executive and Bill Peduto;
Mayor, City of Pittsburgh last week kicked
off a new initiative called Bank On Greater
Pittsburgh.

Endorsed by the National League of
Cities and identified by Mayor Peduto as
one of the top 100 items on his agenda,
BOGRP is a collaborative effort of the Urban
League, City of Pittsburgh, Allegheny
County, the United Way of Allegheny
County, the Federal Reserve Bank of
Cleveland and nine financial institutions
along with numerous community agencies.
The partnership is designed to develop
pathways to access basic, free or low-cost fi-
nancial institution transaction accounts
and financial education. “The positive im-
pact of connecting unbanked and under-
banked consumers with traditional bank-
ing services is tantamount to increased in-

come for consumers, who will save immea-
surably in fees, since these consumers will
no longer be reliant on check cashing ser-
vices, pre-paid debit cards and payday
lenders,” indicated Howard B. Slaughter
Jr. PhD, chairman of the BOGP and a
seven year Urban League Board member.
“Our goal is to help unbanked and under-

-banked individuals gain access to free, low-

cost starter or “second chance” financial de-
posit accounts, as well as access other fi-
nancial services and financial education.”
Slaughter pointed out that one in five
Black families does not have a bank ac-
count which is seven times higher than
White households. He also acknowledged
that a close view of a representative sam-
ple of the millennium generation earning
up to $74,999 yearly is just as likely to use
a prepaid debit card as someone earning
less than $25,000 yearly. All reasons, he
said why it is important for consumers to
build wealth and longterm financial stabil-
ity which is greatly enhanced when relying
on the use of traditional banking services
and products. He said increasing the
knowledge of people using the products
will have a cognizant impact on the fi-
nances of the family and ulti-
mately for the region which is
what BOGP hopes to accom-
plish.
Based on the insight of the
Urban League of Greater
Pittsburgh and the funding
capabilities of the United
Way of Allegheny County, the
BOGP is a collaboration be-
tween the two entities. Finan-
cial partners covering the Al-
legheny County region are
Century Heritage Federal
Credit Union, Citizens Bank,
Dollar Bank, 5/3rd Bank,
First Commonwealth Bank,
First Niagara, Hill District
Federal Credit Union,
Huntington Bank and PNC
Bank. Their responsibilities
consist of assisting con-
sumers plan and prepare to
build financial relationships
and expand their own client
base.

Community partners in-
clude Action Housing, Ad-
vantage Credit Counseling,
Allegheny County Housing
Authority, Holy Family In-
stitute/Duquesne Light
CAP, Housing Authority
City of Pittsburgh, Just
Harvest, NeighborWorks
and South Hills Interfaith
Ministries. Offerings of the
partners contribute addi-
tional resources which en-
hance services received by
clients through educational
services and relationship
building which can con-
tribute to lifelong benefits.

“Bank On helps people be-
come more self-reliant
through better use of their
hard-earned dollars,” said
Bush.,

“The values emphasized
by the program align with
our focus on economic self-
reliance, which is the bench-
mark measurement for the
mission of the Urban
League Movement.

We cannot achieve parity,
power and civil rights with-
out having the means to
care for ourselves. Prudent
management of our per-
sonal assets is fundamental
to economic self-reliance.”

Because of the strong in-
volvement with the Urban
League, county residents
outside of the city of Pitts-
burgh are fully included in
the BOGP. Urban League
representatives say their
Duquesne Family Support
Center serves Duquesne,
West Mifflin and other
neighboring communities
and works with residents in
the area. The financial part-
ner, Century Heritage Fed-
eral Credit Union also has
office locations and serves
McKeesport, Duquesne and
West Mifflin. Citizens, 5/3
and PNC Banks have par-
ticipating branches in
Homestead, and Dollar
Bank has one in McKees-
port. Partnerships with
community agencies, in-
cluding the Steel Valley
Family Center which serves

Homestead and Munbhall
also exist.

People with existing bank
accounts are encouraged to
participate in the BOGP.
Slaughter points out that in
many cases they could be
construed as an under-
banked consumer. “These
consumers are equally im-
portant to educate on the
benefits of establishing a
holistic approach to tradi-
tional banking services,
which will enhance their fi-
nancial acumen and miti-
gate their need to revert
back to using non-tradi-
tional financial services.”

Excited about and a cheer-
leader of the BOGP, Felicia
Davis a graduate of the for-
mer Peabody High School
with a Bachelor's Degree
from Chatham University
and Masters in Business
Administration also a par-
ent speaks from experience
about being a victim of a
cash advance lender. She
outlined that as a result of
using a non-traditional
funding source to barrow
$1000 due to a family emer-
gency and later because of
loss of employment it took
her 12 months to repay the
loan. Payments were $265
at an interest rate of 300
percent at the end of the 12
month term she had paid
$3180.00. Her advice is for
consumers to take advan-
tage of the BOGP and to
learn as much as possible to
gain self-sufficiency.

PPS, union differ on usefulness of teacher-quality report

A RECENTLY released report from the
National Council on Teacher Quality
lists Pittsburgh Public Schools’ ability
to work with the local teachers union
as a critical component in improving
teacher quality.

That relationship, however, has become
more and more strained over the past school
year, following the district’s implementa-
tion of a new teacher-evaluation system
that the Pittsburgh Federation of Teach-
ers says is too harsh. Now the NCTQ report
is just one more thing the district and the
union disagree on — and, says the union,
it's being used as another
tool to blame teachers for

these teachers’ responses.

“If the district would address the
teaching and learning environments in
these schools, we have shown that not
to be the case,” Espositio-Visgitis says
“Put a goed principal there and people

would flock there”

But Lane says some teachers’aversion to
working in high-needs scheols comes from
the challenges of working with students of
diverse races and those living in poverty.

"We have to be honest about the fact
that there are professionals who don't want
to deal with either of those issues [race and
poverty]” Lane said.

As an advocate for teacher-policy re-
forms, NCTQ has completed reports in
nearby school districts including Baltimore,
Boston, Philadelphia and Dayton, Ohio. The
Pittsburgh report recommended ways for
improving the "recruitment, development
and retention of effective teachers.”

Among the findings is the difficulty the
district has in staffing high-needs schools.
According to a report, high-needs schools
tend to have a higher number of low-in-
come students and lower state test scores.

On a central office survey of teachers
who attempted to transfer voluntarily for
the 2013-2014 school year, nearly half of the
respondents said they would not move toa
hard-to-staff school. Atthe NCTQ presenta-
tion on May 22, Superintendent Linda Lane
found this statistic especially troubling.

“If you're coming to us saying, 'l den't
want to go to your most challenging
schoels,” then maybe you should go to
{another schoal district],” Lane said. "Those
are not the teachers we need.”

Esposito-Visgitis, who declined to
attend the report presentation, told City
Paper that the district is responsible for

pensation and support.

“It's not necessarily rac-
ism; it's not that teachers
don't want to work with
poor kids,” says Kate Walsh,

NCTQ president. “I think

what the district can do

is leok for-more inventive

ways to get teachers into
high-needs schools. It's not

money that's getting these
teachers into high-needs schools.”

The report was funded by local educa-
tion-advocacy organization A+ Schools, the
Urban LeagFe of Greater Pittsburgh and the

and Melinda Gates Foundation. Overall,
it recommended removing state-imposed
restrictions on hiring and school staffing.

“There are a number of policy barriers
working against getting the most effective
teachers in front of the most vulnerable
kids,” says Carey Harris, executive director
of A+ Schools.

Some of these state restrictions include
use of the eligibility list, which is a state-
required ranking of teacher applicants, in
hiring and staffing decistons. According to
NCTQ, the list keeps administrators fromin-
terviewing candidates who might not be at
the top of the list, but would still be a good
fit for a high-needs school.

Other recommendations include having
Pittsburgh continue to use its new evalua-
tion system and allowing performance to
be a factor in determining which teacher
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will be laid off.

PFT President Esposito-Visgitis sees
these recommendations as yet another at-
tack on her members, and another way
for the district to place blame on teachers
without looking at additiona!l factors that
impact student performance.

“It's always the same,” Esposito-Visgitis
says. "It doesn’'t address poverty; it doesn't
address school leadership. It's the same old,
same old for years”

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Duquesne school/community night focuses

on new technology

New technology for students was the focus of Duquesne
City School District's Solutions Night on Thursday.

Parents and their children learned about technology that
will be available for the approximately 350 kindergartners
through sixth-graders next school year.

The district purchased an iPad cart with 20 iPads, and
materials to improve its English and math curricula.

The iPads will remain at the school and are not for
students to take home.

Assistant to the Superintendent Stan Whiteman said the
district does not have enough iPads to give to every
student, but the devices will be very useful tools.

“Two plus two is still four,” Whiteman said. “It's going to be
that way. That part of education hasn't changed, but the
way education has evolved is how we get to that answer.”
Every classroom will have upgraded projectors with Apple
TVs.

“All school districts and our children are advancing and
evolving in technology,” district behavior specialist Eric
Harper said. “We have to keep (our students) up to date
and make sure our kids are going to be able to compete
out here in this world for jobs and compete academically.
When our kids leave, they're going to {either) West Mifflin
or East Allegheny (school districts). So we don't want
them to lose a step.”

“It's kind of unfair because I'm in sixth grade and won't be
here much (longer),” Amnia'sha Zanders, 12, said. “For
my little sister (Shautay'e McKoy, 10), I think she will learn

faster and my niece will learn better.”



Amnia'sha and Shautay'e's stepfather, Sean Powell, was

pleased to learn the school will put such technology to

use.

“A lot of people at home can't afford (iPads), so good for

(the district) to get them in school,” Powell said. “It's going

to be a great thing toward the future because books will

be obsoclete soon. Everybody's going to be going to the Pads. If you go to church, people pull out Nooks and stuff.
I'm like, ‘What happened to the old Bible?' The times are

changing.”

Whiteman showed a brief video about the trail of data left

behind by users of digital services.

“It's all about protecting yourself,” Whiteman explained.

“Anything you put out there digitally stays out there for

life.”

Harmony Tillman, who is 6 years old, will enter first grade

next school year.

She said she likes her school and is excited to use the

new technology to play games.

Surveys were provided to parents to gauge their interest and involvement in education, as well as
provide feedback on various topics.

“We have to bridge the relationship between the community and school,” Harper said. "Right now the
hot topic is our technology ... If parents want more information on healthy lifestyles, I'll bring that in. It's
really parent/community driven.”

The Pittsburgh Penguin Foundation provided 20 Kindle Fire devices this year.

Additional information provided at Thursday's event included documents from Bank On Greater
Pittsburgh, UPMC Cancer Center and Urban League of Greater Pittsburgh.

Ancther Solution Night is planned for August, before classes begin.
